Previous reports have provided information regarding the four hour training workshop on medication administration that includes the safe storage and disposal of medication as well as common errors in the administration of medication.  Training for foster parents regarding medication administration continues as indicated in the chart below.

Protection from Harm: Psychotropic Medication Monitoring
DCS continues to monitor the use of psychotropic medication for children in custody. For children/youth who are prescribed medications outside of established DCS perimeters designed to monitor and review medications, the DCS Chief Medical Officer first schedules a case review with the DCS Regional Nurse and Psychologist as well as the Central Office Nurse Consultant to determine if any changes in care may be indicated.  The DCS Pharmacy and Therapeutics Committee met on April 22, 2010 to discuss the pharmacy data prescriber ranking and child welfare medication resources.   A case file review on children's files is conducted on a quarterly basis by team leaders as part of the DCS Continuous Quality Improvement (CQI) process.  The file is reviewed to determine if there is informed consent for psychotropic medication.  Results are in the chart as indicated.
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Informed Consent for Psychotropic Medication (CS-0627) for each of the psychotropic medications that the child is taking, signed by the child's parent(s) if the child is under 16, by the Health Unit nurse if the child is under the age of 16 and the parent(s) cannot be located or have been TPRed, or signed by the child if aged 16 and older
